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A CLINICAL CASE OF COVID-19 IN A NEWBORN

The problem of coronavirus infection has captured the whole world. In one year, the views on the
disease itself and its treatment have radically changed. Doctors all over the world cannot give defi-
nite answers to a number of questions regarding this virus and its impact on newborn babies. Low
susceptibility to coronavirus in young children may be due to some peculiarities of the immune sys-
tem. Today it is considered to be the main ways of transmission of the virus are airborne and con-
tact. However, the airborne route of infection in newborns is unlikely, because from birth the child
is isolated from the sick mother. The issue of the vertical transmission of the virus from an infected
mother to a child is discussed. There is no evidence of transmission of coronavirus through breast
milk. The diagnosis of coronavirus infection in children is established with a positive epidemiologi-
cal history and with 2 clinical symptoms with laboratory confirmation.

The article presents a single clinical case of coronavirus infection in a newborn. The possible
ways of infection of the newborn, the clinical picture, the possibility of joint stay of the mother and
the child, breastfeeding, and treatment of the newborn are discussed.
